Disclosure Report Due Dates

In 2018 legislation passed (HB18-1047) that increases the frequency and number of
disclosure reports for school board candidates/committees. Candidates may have
upwards of 10 reports assigned in the year when their office is on the ballot. During

years when the candidate’s office is not on the ballot reports are due quarterly
(instead of annually).

Penalties / Waiver Requests

Imposed Penalties Appealing Penalties
